Council, and I bring you greetings from the Parents Advisory Council.  The summer is passing 

quickly and Franklin College is gearing up for a new year.   Move in days are ahead of you in the 

very near future and the campus is being readied for the arrival of a new freshman class along with 

the upper classmen.  If you are a parent of an incoming freshman it is an exciting time as well as one 

with some  anxiety.   Let me assure you that Franklin College is wonderful and safe.   The campus is 

located in a great community and your student is in store for a great ride with their upcoming experiences at FC.    

 

Returning parents will see major changes to the campus.   The fabled Faught football field has taken on a new look and the east side 

of the campus is going to change as new athletic fields will be added to what will be know as ñGrizzly Park.ò  Students will see a 

significant change within the floors of the library and an added art studio in the Johnson Center for the Fine Arts.  Franklin College 

continues to improve their facilities and have a strategic plan to improve not only the sporting facilities but the residence halls and 

educational facilities in the upcoming years.

The Council worked to raise money for the second year in a row, providing a scholarship for current students that may have  

experienced change in their financial status. Last year, we had the honor of providing two scholarships and this year we raised even 

more money; those funds should be distributed before the school year begins.  The 2009/2010 school year figure was just over $5000 

and we know we exceed that amount for the 2010/2011 school year. Previously, we were able to raise similar funds for the Aca-

demic Resource Center in the library. Thank you to all parents that agreed to donate to these funds when they received calls from the 

students that were working this fund raiser.  Some of us on the Council got the opportunity to make some calls as well, at the end of 

one of our meetings; it was fun receiving a pledge as well as talking with fellow parents about the fund raiser. 

 

The Parents Association participates in two large events each year that are held on campus.   The first is Parents Day in the fall and 

then Family Weekend in the spring.   Parents Day gives parents the opportunity to come to Franklin to spend time with their student 

and learn more about the college community.   Family Weekend has many fun activities which allow parents, along with their stu-

dents, to explore the campus further, go to activities in downtown Franklin, such as viewing a movie at the Artcraft Theater, and par-

ticipate in various educational and fun activities on campus also.  Other highlights of the weekend are the Friday night talent show 

and game night,  making some pottery,  tasting food from various restaurants and vendors at the Flavor of Franklin. Plus, there is the 

always popular casino night where you get handed chips on your way in and get to continue to build on those to have chances to win 

various prizes that are donated by the Franklin community.    

 

Participating on the council has provided an avenue to stay involved, voice concerns, and issue suggestions. Over the summer I had 

the opportunity to meet with the Dean, Ellis Hall, to  talk about plans for the coming year, as well as discuss a few issues that have 

come up since we last met.  This involvement on the Parents Advisory Council has enabled the members to keep in touch with the 

college.   As discussed above, the council was able to view and comment on the strategic plan before it came out to the public and 

the local newspapers.  We continue to get updates on the educational plans and financial health of the college during these trying 

times with the economy.  Franklin College has weathered the recession very well and is still very strong financially.  That does not 

mean that they have not had to tighten their belts, but they have done so with little affect on the offerings of the college.

FALL 2010 MOVE-IN INFORMATION  FOR NEW  & RETURNING STUDENTS 
 

New Student Residence Hall Opening:  The residence halls will open for all new students (freshman and transfers) on Friday, 

August 27th.  Check-in hours are from 8:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m.   

 

Returning Student Residence Hall Opening:  The residence halls will open for all returning students on Sunday, August 29th.  

Check-in-hours are from 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. 
 

Early Arrival Policy:  Please note that only athletes, student organization members and students with prior approval will be allowed 

to return to campus early.  Please see your coach or advisor for more details regarding the early arrival policy. 
 

Individuals and student organizations requesting to return earlier than the approved move-in date must submit the request to  

Residence Life no later than August 2nd.  Early arrivals will be approved to move in no earlier than Tuesday, August 24th.  If a  

student arrives early and is not part of an approved athletic group or student organization, a fee of $10 per night will be assessed for 

students who have been granted approval to arrive early.  A fee of $30 per night may be assessed if students arrive early without 

prior approval.  Should you have any questions about this policy or need to make arrangements for early arrival, please contact  

residence life. 
 

 

Room Assignments:  Residence Life has finalized the majority of housing assignments for the 2010-2011 year.  If you are a new 

incoming student and have not received information regarding your assignment, please contact the Department of Residence Life at 

(317) 738-8080.  If you are a returning student and need your room number and/or phone number or you have not yet made  

arrangements for on-campus housing, you can view your room assignment information online at https://painter.franklincollege.edu/

student/default.aspx . 
  

Not returning to campus housing:  In the event you have decided that you will not be returning to Franklin or if you have changed 

your housing plans for the fall, please contact the department of residence life immediately.  Cancellation of your housing contract 

after May 10th will result in a $200 cancellation fee and $350 if you cancel after move-in. 
  

Residency Requirements:  Unless special permission is granted by Student Affairs, you must be a full-time student at Franklin  

College and regularly attending classes in order to occupy a residence hall room. All residence halls are air-conditioned and desig-

nated as smoke-free facilities. 
  

All freshmen, sophomore and junior year students are required to live in college residence halls or fraternity houses except: 

a. Students residing with parents, spouses or legal guardian. 

b. Students with military veteran status. 

c. Students who obtain medical release from their family physician and the college physician. 

d. Senior year students who have 91 or more credit hours. 

e. Students who appropriately petition and are granted permission by the dean of students.

Parking Permit

All full and part-time students, plus visitors are required to display a parking tag when parking on campus.

Meal Plan Details: 

 Plan A, Comprehensive - this is a seven-day plan with unlimited usage in the Marketplace. It includes $30 in dining dollars.   

 Plan B, This plan includes 150 meals and $100 in dining dollars  
 Plan C, This plan includes 100 meals and $150 in dining dollars  

 Plan D, The Limited Plan provides 10 meals per week . It does not include any dining dollars. 
 The Winter Term Meal Plan this year will be comprehensive as well, and will also include Dining Dollars! 

  

Dining Dollars and Ben Bucks, a refresher:  Dining Dollars are part of Meal Plans, A, B and C, and can be used at Jazzman's Cafe 

or for Guest Meals in The Marketplace. Ben Bucks are funds that can be added to your One Card and used at either venue as well as 

at the bookstore and for other activities. Dining Dollars, like meal plan balances, expire at the end of each term. Ben Bucks can be 

carried over from a previous term. 
  

The Marketplace is a food court style operation that features a number of points of service including Hometown, Smartmarket, the 

Grill, the Pizza Station, Substantials, Red Hot Chef, salad and soup bars, the Dessert Bar, soft serve ice cream and yogurt stations, as 

well as multiple beverage stations.   Jazzman's Cafe will  features  Seattleôs Best Coffee, espresso drinks and flavored coffees, 

smoothies, premium baked goods, and lots of grab n' go goodies as well. 
 

 

Hours of Operation and Services Offered: 

 

The Marketplace will be open as follows:  Monday through Thursday from 6:30 a.m. to 8 p.m. Weekends from 9 a.m. to 7 p.m.  On 

the weekends, we will be adding a continental breakfast option and will still offer brunch on Sundays. Jazzman's Cafe will be open 

as follows:  weekdays from 7:30 a.m. to 11 p.m. Monday through Thursday, Friday 7:30a.m. to 4:00 p.m., and 8:00 p.m. to 11:00 

p.m. on Sundays.   All hours of operation and services provided are subject to change. 
  

The One Card and Using It: Once you obtain your One Card from Student Affairs and have made your meal plan selection, the 

Business Office will authorize your card for use in Dining Services. Your card will be checked for identification and then swiped 

when you enter the Marketplace for meal plan use or when purchasing items at Jazzman's Cafe.  Each entry into the Marketplace 

requires an additional swipe. You will only be charged a meal from your meal plan for the first swipe during each of six intervals 

beginning with open and ending at close. This enables 10, 100 and 150 meal plan participants to use their available meals as many as 

six times per day. For those on the comprehensive meal plan, though needing to swipe each entry, their use of the Marketplace is 

unlimited. No more lost meals or days! Jazzman's cafe is a retail operation and only accepts cash, Dining Dollars from your meal 

plans and Ben Bucks you have added to your card. 
  

Guest Meal Pricing: This coming year, guest meal prices are $3.75 for breakfast, $4.50 for lunch and $6.15 for dinner. These prices 

do not include applicable taxes. If you are on plan B, C or D, you can use one of your available meal plan meals for your guests. You 

can also use available Dining Dollars or Ben Bucks. 
  

New Convenience Store:  In late August we will be opening a NEW Retail/ Convenience store in the lower level of the Student  

Center across from the Mail Boxes. 
  

Special Event Menus: Yes, we will be having late night on most Thursday nights! We will also be featuring a number of

All financial aid award notifications should have been mailed to studentsô home addresses by July 30, 2010.  If you didnôt receive 

your notification, please contact the Office of Financial Aid at (317) 738-8075 or (800) 852-0232, ext. 8075, to see if we are 

missing any information needed to complete your file and create your awards. 
  

Once we have all the documentation needed to complete your award letter, we will get it to you as soon as we can.  Also, the 

sooner we get the information, the sooner we will have the funds here on campus to apply to your student billing accounts.   
 

Important Reminder to all students who borrow through the Federal Stafford Loan program.  This year ALL Federal Stafford 

loan borrowers  MUST complete a NEW promissory note for these loans due to a change in federal legislation.  This must be 

done before your loan funds will be disbursed to your student billing account.

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Does Your Student Need On Campus Employment?  

Procedures Below Tell How to Make it Happen  
 

Federal College Work-Study 

Students with demonstrated financial need are allocated a specific amount of money they may earn by working up to 20 hours per 

week in various offices on and off campus. Students may earn up to a maximum award amount allocated to them. To be eligible, a 

student must submit the FAFSA annually in March and follow the steps listed below to obtain a position. Please note that  

acceptance into the work-study program does not guarantee employment. 
 

Steps for Students to Follow to Find a Work-Study Job 

Go to the Student Financial Services page on MyFC and click on the ñNelnetò link.  (This link will take you to the Campus 

Employment home page.) https://franklincollege.studentemployment.nelnet.net 
 

Click on Students.  (This page will give you the options of searching the database for jobs, reviewing recently posted jobs, 

options for email notification of openings, or linking to the Job Planner which will let you view jobs that have been offered 

in the past.) 
 

Review Job Descriptions.  (Click on the job title to view details about the job such as pay, hours, duties, etc.  Please look 

closely at Funding Source to determine if this job is open to any students or only those students which qualify for  

        Work-Study.) 
 

Click here to apply for this job.  (Choose this link, located at the top of the job description, when you wish to apply for the 

job.) 
 

Fill out Application.  (Completely fill out the application for the position.  Be sure to provide accurate information and a 

phone number in which you can easily be reached.) 
 

Submit Application.  (When you are satisfied with the application, simply click on submit application.  A copy of your 

application will be directly sent to the jobôs supervisor.  The supervisor will contact those students whom they wish to  

        interview and/or hire for the position.) 
 

Tips for Finding a Work-Study or On-Campus Job  

A student can apply for an unlimited amount of jobs.  So be sure to apply for more than one. 
 

Students should keep their schedules in mind when applying for jobs.  For example, if you are an athlete your time could 

be limited in the evening. 
 

Ask questions when talking to job supervisors about the expected number of hours and the possibility of pay increases.
